As a student of the’ Street Tnstitution, the Black child cannobl afford to
lag behind. He must keep up with its demanding schedule, for his fzilure to do
8O only makes his survival more tedious. He either survives or he does not.

His ¢lassroom is his totol environment; the alleys, pool halls, taverns, tenements
end the strects in which he lives. By the ege of twelve hie has usually taken all
the required courses and ic prepared to face the challengzes which are thrusted
upon him. However, graduealion -from the Street Institution never comes for most
Bluck children. Instead, tne Rlack child spends the major portion of his life
repeating the same courses, so that by the time he reaches adulthood it is almost
impossible for him to chinge his orientation to life. He is caught in an
endless cycle that seldom deviates.

As influential as the Streel Institution is in helvping Black children to
cope with a systenm of orp ssion, it must he abioliched. The Street Institution
only serves ¢s a survival artery, but does not help a child to go beyond its
closed boundaries. The funcition ol thez Street Institution is to help a child
cope with oppression but not to overcome it. In fact, its very existence is
counter to any movement that seeks to gain total liberation for Black people.

The Street Institution is a product of ovpressicn and as such can only operate

as an artificial panscea. It cennot helwv a chlld plsn for the future because

il is so immersed in the daily sitruggle for survival. It cannot muster an offen—
sive becsuse it is copstantly beins put on the defensive. The Strect Institution
recognizes oppression, sccepis it, and then develops a coping posture Lo survive
in spite of it. '

~ But the Black child must be given an opportunity to live as a free human
being. To only prepare hin for survival is to negate his chances for living
tormorrow. To mervely mske zeccommoduations in his environment is like telling hin
that he will always have a fragunented life. '

If we are to ever fully realize the talents of Black children, ve must
devclop positive alternative struciures which will help them rise above their
present envirvonment. These new institutions mwust teach a child more than just
how to survive, but how to take cormond of himscelf so he.can begin to
strengthen his community through 1o ive and concrete actions. The goal of
alternative institutions nwst be corsditted toward the making of a new Black
child; one frece from idontity couilict, self-persecution and a feeling of .
hopelessnesc. This, of ccourse, will be difficult. The Street Institution is
so firmly entrenched in the Black cowmsunity that it will take major surgery
to change it. However, this must be done if we as Black people are to ever

aspire to become anything clse wien meny adulis emulate these same distorted

imanses.

No, I do nct bleme our youths for the decisions they make and the directions
they takxe. Instead, I place this onus on the adaults for their own indecisiveness
and blindness. Nation building implies a process fo social, economic, cultural
and political development which is transierred from one generation to the next.
The nation must begin at ihe adult level if it is to ve reenforced by the youths.
Adults must exemplify, through their actions and institutions, the form which
the nation will take. A youth is only the product of his environment. Of course,
the environment which he lives in is one that has been infected with racism and
onpression. .As-such, it is atypical and demands, on the part of its inhebitants,
a str ng will and great preserverence. But we cennot -become so- conditioned to
the "1I'm oppressed snydrome" that we fail to develcd alternative structures
which will allow us to take control over our destinies. And these structures
musi be seen as more than "life presexves" to carry us through another day. They
wust be systematically woven into ever) fabric in our community to weave a
collective garment which can bring us all closer together.

This is why Pan Afrikanism is &2 vital. Tor it contains a source of energy
which can help us develcp collective strategies, collective resources and
collective aspirations. It can help us to draw from the strengths in our family
structure; meke cur churches more relevant to our needs (or destroy them); and
build schools which develops the true petential of our youtns. But most of ali,
it can help us begin to seriously plet a course of social processes, typical of
many Afrikuan socieites, which +will enable a youth to mature in a manner that is
consistant with our goels for liberation. The struggle we face, as Black people,
‘will continue to be a long and tedicus ore. We must make every effort to
preserve each victory we achieve. And what better assurance cen we have than a
new generution of strong and coummitted Black vouths to cover our flanks.

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In February of 19G6, (shortly after brother Malcolm X was assassinated in New York) C.I.A.

This military overthrow
was not the desire of the masses of our brothers & sisters in Ghana, just as brother Malcolm's
death was a plot by the European to stifle our movement for Self-determination. It is important
to mention, that when brother Malcolm was in Afrika, he met Osagyefo, Seku Ture, & many other
progressiva brothers & sisters at home in Afrika...and ali evidence points to the fact that his
death & Osagyefo's overthrow was 11 part of a plot to set our movement back!

It has been said by many un-informed people, that our dear brother was a Marxist-Leninist
poltitical ectivist.

In this article I will examine the need to support our struggle. Within our cormunities
there are some rather killing diseases...and they are. rupturing the minds of our youth: The
names of these di;easés are, Complacency, apathy, and self-hatred! The dange; with these so-
clal diseases 1is that they permeate ouf communities in geometric progression, moving from the
elders to the wvery young. Tod;y in many areas of the Black community, atrocious things are
going on before our very eyes. -Our youth are killing themsclves, raping their sisters, and
disrespecting our elders!, and what does the community do? No more than express alarm at the
“rising crime rate' in our communities, and hide'behind the 1llusionary status that their jcbs
big cars and sharp clothes give them. And when some aware brothers and sisters form and or-
ganization, (instrument for change) to help solve the many bad problems...and come to these
same people for physicai aﬁd/or financial support they often get responses like, "What yall

“gonna do with the money?" (or) "How do I know my money is going for the cause?", etc. etc.

Why we never trust eéch other completely baffles me! Knowing that there are mome wrong-
doing black people, I can understand some of the concern...but even brothers & sisters with
proven track records and credibility are responded to in this manner. Equally bewildering is
the fact that we find it difficult to support our own institutions! It has not yet dawned on
our peoélé that inorder to be able to mould our children in the proper way, we have to build

_our own Institutions and run them without help fvwm the Européan oppressor. As long as we de-
bend on the whiteboy for financial help, we are going to rémain an oppressed, exploited pcople!
There are committed grothers &/sisters in Chicago, (and thru-out the ﬁorld) trying to do some
worth-while kazi, but not receiving any kind of support; We must sustain our ideals with the
voltage of Positive action! Positive action on this level mean§ financial support for our or-
ganizations and Institutions. Last year The Black X-Press almost went out of busincss because
our people would rather read? racist publications like the sun-times & tribune than broaden
their Black perspectives with an Info-piper designed for them!

Finally, T will enmphasize here that we are not free men & women...and must not delude our-

selves into thinking that we are! This is not to say that we cannot attain freedom, which only

polnts to the need for institutions. Europeans are only one tenth of the world peoples, and ye

(Over)
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they dominate the other nine nths’of thé wérld!‘ Theyvha§e > -some powerful thru institu-
ziZnal strength! Their dominance does not arige from intelligenee...but because of their valu
of GREED, & EXPLOTTATION; and this has motivated them to becone highly organized as a race, &

to form oppressive institutions. An Institution is an Idea with the physical facilities to
implement the idéa on an on-going basis. We are in a battle for our survival, and inoder to
win this battle, we have to use the same weapons that our cnemies are using, only not based

on the same inhumane values. The European, (thru there powerful institutions) has psyched
many of us into negating ourselves, and doubting our capabilities. I haven't the slightess
doubt of our capabilities...but where I do have doubts 1s in the area offklfflove. We do nct
_love our people enough, because if we did, we would do more to save our people. United we can
move mountaing.and elevate ourselves above these wretched conditions. The choice is YOURS!

I make this appeal to YOU...to sacrifice YOUR labor to help our people. They need your help

morally and financially, so begin to donate YOUR time and/or financial resources to the variou

. 66 RUWA CHIRI...IN PERSPECTIVE

Mybrothers & sisters,

I want to state very honestly tﬁat I find it difficult to write this article. As you
may know by now, oﬁr brother Ruwa Chiri was assassinated in New York City on Feb. 5, 1974,
by very obvious mirderers and for very obvious reasons...He was fighting for the World-wide
liberation of Afrikan people from the European's domination! I had the opportunify of work-
ing very closcly with brother Ruwa at one time, (roughly 2 years) and we shared many of the
same insights, & disagreed on some points...but being his junior, it was I who was the stu-
dent. And as is the case with all of us who knéw him, we all learned a great deal thru HIM,
about the Afrikan world in general and Pan-Afrikanism in particular! So with this article I
don't want to just duplicate the many positive things written & said about our brother in
recent weeks after his death. I want to put him in proper perspective by contrasting him, (as
I often did in his blushed presence) with 3 other Afrikan warriors, gll of whom affected his
Identity, purpose and direction in this world...Osagyefo Kwame Nkrumah, Omowalé, (Mglcolm X)
and Stokely Carmichael.

Ruwa, like Osagyefo Kwame Nkrumah, was born at home on the Afrikan countrynent and later
came to america to study. He was born in Zimbabwe which is. in southern Afrika, and like ﬁis
idol Nkrum;h; did not 1ét the Halls of Academia, (he attended MacMurray College & Roosevelt
University) take priority over the liberation of Afrika & her subjugated pecple! PRuwa con-
stantly warned us against what he called, "Student Mentality'". He also, (being an ardent stu-
dent of Nkrumah) saw past the liberation of just Zimbabwe alone, to the totaL liberation and
unification of the entire countrynent as was evidenced in his many lectures, and writings!

We all know that Osagyefo was a man of action...and no onecan disagree that our fallgn
brother Ruva also put his theories into action with Revolutionary consistency.. He told me

constantly that, '"We don't need any more intellectuals...we need intellectual activists!" e

was an intellcctual activist, (as Nkrumah) and a true Revolutionary. Osagyvefo said, "Afri!
must Unite!", (which Ruwa began inStitutionzl;zipx 7la a Pan-Alrikan magazine) and our fa! on
warrior, (just 30 years old!!) said constantly, Before Afrika can Unite, AFRIKANS must unite!’

The imporcant point in this contrast with Osagyefc, (The Redeemer) is that Ruwa WAS Nkruma'

IDEOLOGICALLY!

'(over) L5
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67 ' Ruwa, likc Omowale, (Malcolm X) is a shining prince!, especlally Lo our brothers born in
Afrika & studyins in america. He 1s a brother who at one tiw~ dealt into the party life. He
very honestly admitted that he used to frequent the lounge/euphoria scene, altho not near the
extent that Omowale did. Omowale rose above that non-productive, escapist way of life and be-
came Un—comprimisiﬁg agout the liberation of Afrikan §e0p1e3 Ruwa did the same thing! Ruwa
always said, "I am committed to telling the truth Politically, Economically, & Socially!"

And for taking this "hard stand", (a terﬁ he always uged) he was often disliked and feared by
not only our brothers born back £ome who are also in this country, (he rejected the notions of
non-struggle that many of them offered) but by many Afrikans born right here in america, who
didn't want to deal with what he, (and Omowale before him) was saying!.

Like Omowale he>was known on the other side of the atlantic ocean by just about every
Afrikan Revolutionary. Omowale met and interacted with Osagyefo, Seku Ture, Nyerere, and many
freeddﬁ fighters of FRELIMO, PAIGC, etc. Brother Ruwa met and interacted with Carmichael,
Karenga,.Queen Mother Moore, Baraka, and many Afrikap organizafions from the Pan Afrikan Con-
gress USA in Detroit, Freedom Inc. in Ohio, Malcolm X Unity House in California, to The Black
Body in Chicago, etc. Omowale briefly left the place of his birth, (america) went to Afrika,
and orgaﬁizcd the 1lst chapter of the 0.A.A.U., (as a vehicle to bring Afrikans born in america
together with Afrikans born at home) wﬁile in similar fashion brother Ruwa briefly left the
place of his birth, (Afrika) went to america, and organiéed the lét chapter of the U.F.0.M.I.
(United Afrikans for One Motherland, International) for-similiar purposes of bringing ALL
Afrikans together to do kazi! Malcolm X also lived thru Ruwa, but I guess this was better
perceived by our brothers born in Afrika living in this country. The important p;int in this
contrast is that Ruwa WAS Omowale ORGANIZATIOHALLY!

Ruwa, like Stokely Carmichael was very outspoken about Pan;Afrikanism! They both expousec
the teach’ngs of not only Kwame Nkrumah, but of Blyden, Chilembwe, Odinga, Garvey, Lumumba,

seminate them in our owsd communities is one road toward self
determinztion and self definition. It has become increasingly clear
that if a book written by a black affronts the particular sensibilities
of Buropean or Euro-American publishers and distributprs, one of
several actions will be taken against that book: 1) the book will
not be published; 2) the book will be published with a limited
budget which results in the book being printed in limited quanties
with few, if any, funds available for advertising—this in effect
kills the book; if the book is published in this manner, there will
ke a deliberate attempt on the part of the distributor to systematical-
!y overlook the black bookstores and outlers. But the fact is that if

the book is published, no matter that it isn’t pushed, the publisher-.

uses its publication to ward off any crizicism of racism or disregard

The name of the
game is control and if we do not control our product from manu-
script to book to readers we are, in the final analysis, just talking
w the wind.

There are many reasons we must begin to tighten up our dis--

tribution, other than the most obvious. Publishing is meaningless if
one's books are not distribured. By dealing with white distzibutors
we, in cffect, legitimize their presence in our communities and re-
linquish control. over our books once they leave our warehouses.
(In Chicago no black distributors distribute the Irish n»wspzxper or
books in Irish communities.) Also, the distributor makes the finzl
decision as to who will receive or not receive certain materials (it
is no accident that we stiil have to go to the major white bookstores
for many of the new black bocks that zre published by Luropean
houses.) Can you imagine the white boy showing 2 willingness w
disribute something like Roberc Williams' Negroes with Guns?
Only if there exists pervasive ignorance on their part! Another
point to be considered is that all the contact and busincss that the
white disuributors negotiate in the black community only s
ens their economic position in our commuunities and the world. We
inadvertently aid them in their growth and development at the ex-
pense of our own.
